is for m@hcmg the aceessibility 1o new capital city area of Amaravati with rear ends of the
State by émmeumg high wavs, reducing traffic congestions /accidents increasing  safe

transportation.

It was observed that the lands proposed for acquisition for this projeet is located in the
areas of Manipal Hospital, Sundarayyanagar and Secthanagaram ol Tadepalli Municipality of
Guntur District. As per Section 4 of the LA R&R Act, 2013, a Social linpact Assessment is
required to be carried out befire taking a decision to acquire the Tands, A Grama Sabha was held
O wssiivzian and the SIA Agency explamed the purpose of under taking SIA studv. The SIA
Agency have conducted S10 Study by making filed visits and collecting infbrmation from
Primary and Secondary Sources. The report was placed for public hearing and the final SIA
report was given to Expert Croup lor appraisal, The Fxpert Group made field visits interacted
with stack holders mnd follov ing are the recommendations duly giving the details and reasons

for the decision.

Public purpose:  The projer of Seed Access Road under Phase-11 is a Road Project tor new
capital of Andhra Pradesh an | 1o meet the heavy trullic demands in the capital region and to
meet the easy accessibility o twin cities of Vijayawada and Guntur. ‘This project would be
comnecting Airport and High Vays leading to rear ends of the State with Capital City. Tt is
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basically an infrastructure project taken up for public purpose within the meaning of Seetion 3(o)
read with Section 2(1)(b) of the LA R&R Act, 2013, Any purpose, lor the own e, hold and
cvatrol of the Government incliding public sector under takings for infrastructune is a public
nurpose.

Pntenthw!leﬂis vis-d-vis Social Costs and Adverse Social Tmpaets

The main purpose of the proposcd project is gimed at providing a speed connectivity
between three important cities of capital region of Andhra Pradesh, Amaravithi, Vipivawada and
Guntur. And the proposed project 1s hinving a good polential benefits for improving 1he (ranspon
facility for the people living (1 these three cities, particularly to have o commectivity for capital
region whetein many educationnl institutions, medical hospital and engincering and lechnical
institutions are located. The socio economical development ol the people is Hnked with this
improved transport facility in ferms ol conpectivity for various needs of the sociely. particularly
cdlmai'imh_emplnymwm. agrivubiure marketing, and other daily needs of the people. The Stte
Government has identified the Capiml City area comprising 217.23 Sq.KMs 1o eonstruci
sustainable, Greenfield, People’s Capial with Economic Growth Engines and lacilities like
Educational, Medical, Tourism ete., without limiting to administrative buildings. The Road
Network 15 the key for having connectivity to crucial seclors and to improve economic

development in the area.

Cost Benefit Analysis:

The project cost is estimated 1o be around 49,0 crores towards the cost of land acquisition
and the construction of Seed Access Road under Phase-11 would be around 300 crores. 1he
potential benefits and the public purpose would outweigh the social costs and adverse social
impacts in the long run.

Evaluation of SIA/SIMF Repori

Minimum extent needed & alternatives: The proposed project of Seed Access Road
construction under Phase-I1, roequires land to an extent of Ac 27.83 gents.  The commiliee on
their visit_observed that it was the hare minimum requirement for the proposed project for
purpose of Seed Access Road construction under Phase=I1, and the committee also ohserved the
possibility for undertaking the project in aliernative ways, and found that the proposed alipnment
is more feasible on technicual grounds

'fne committee has conducted sur ey through transact walk and analyzed the data provided by
Revenue authorities and noted that toial 11 structures including 10 houses including one
hnpnrtanl unit of a hospital (cancer rdiation wing) in Tadepally Municipality region would he
affected. "The total number of uffected familics is 78 (10 PDFs + 68 PAl's)

Extent of lands, public and privase, houses, settlements and other conmman properties liliely 1o
be affected by the praposed acquisition: It was observed that the proposed project streteh
between the arcas of Manipal Hmplnl Sundarayya Nagar and Scethunagaram of Tadepalli
Municipality of Guntur district, i, 2.9 Kms will be mwdwng an extent of Ac. 27 83 vents of
Patta land belonging (o 68 farmers.

Whether the extent of land proposed for ucquisition is the absolute bare mimivim extent
needed for the projfect:  The tatal length of the proposed land acquisition is lineat i nature and
length about 2.9 Kms from Muanipal Hospital to Secthanagaram of Tadepalli Municipality area.
The extent of land covered is Ac. 27 83 conts and the details of the land classification and names
of the known interested persons were shown in the SIA report as per Revenue Reconds /

Information.

Whether land acquisition at an altcrnate place has been considered and found not feasible:
The present proposed project will affect only few 10 pucca structures in addition to the Cancer
Hospital and agriculture land belonging (o 68 farmers. The alternative pussibilitics wen: alsa
considered, and found that it is the only alternative with a least social impact that the project can
be implemented. In view of the possible impact, the rehabilitation ol the PAIs has heen
proposed. During site visit and prehiminary meeting with the PAF's, choice and desire of the
alfected people have alse been noted, anid observed and rehabilitation plan may be prepared

accordingly.

Study of sedial impacts of the project, and the nature and cost of addvessing them and the
impact of these costs on overall cost of the profect vis-d-vis the benefits of the project: The
committee has visited the project site and it has observed that the estimated numbers of imilies
being affected by the proposed project as 78 families (10 PDFs and 68 PAES) and one important
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hospital fucca building (important machinery of cancer unit). Hence. it is suggested (hat the
impact on'livelihood could be mitigated with the intervention of Rehabilitation measures as per
sRECTUARR Act2013. As per section 26 and 27 of LARR 2013,  the district

ministration shall adopt the following criteria to assess and determine the markel <alue of land

Land Acquisition Cost: As mentioned in carlier section, about Ac. 27.83 cents of land is being
acquired. hand acquisition cost for ubout Ac. 27.83 cents between Manipal Hospital and
Secthanagaram area of Guntur District is estimated ot Rs, 49 crores and the same may be
included in the project cost.

Ameliorlﬂ’gc Measures Recommeniled

1) The comumnittee has visited the site of the proposed project and basing on STA report ind
the interaction with the stake holders, the views of the stakeholders have been noned.

2) The Committee has got clear opimion that the affected public by and large arc willing to
give their lands for the proposed project, hawever majority of the tarmers are requesting
for rédsonable market value and the livelihood losers may be identilied and cligible R&R
entitlements may be extended. The farmers have a feeling about the compensition being
offered by the governmaent is pot clear,

3) Thﬂ%ujnﬂty of the allected people are requesting for high compensation as the marker
value is much higher than the value of the revenue value and some expressed for
extending R&R benefits for loss of livelihood.

4) Several people ure requesting lor an employment / payment of armuity al least (0 one
member of the lamily due o their problem of loss of their livelihood as per the
provisions of LAR&ER Act, 201 5.
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3) A proper grievance-redresal mechanism shall be kept in place for addressing the

In gmnfal the Expert Group fecls that the proposal for land acquisition may be performed
under the LA R&R Act, 2013, Jduly taking into consideration of the measures recommended
lo safeguard the Iwe:hhm.-da ol ithe people being allected, who would evenuully twm (o
future beneficiarics of the project. 11 is also of the opinion that the District Adminisiration
need 10 have a proper gricvance redressal mechanism for addressing the various problems of
the project affected arca pupulution. Accordingly the Expert Group recommends acquisition
of lands as notified for the consiouction of the Road Project.
